Fifty years ago, motivated by her passion for children and teaching, Sister Bridget became a nun and spent years dedicated to teaching first graders in the mountains of Appalachia, English to kids in Mexico, and- during Africa’s famine in the 1980s- feeding starving children in Sudan.  

Today, Sister Bridget Haase runs the spirituality and wellness program at The Boston Home, a residence and care center specializing in the care or care of adults with advanced Multiple Sclerosis and other progressive neurological diseases.  

A breast cancer survivor herself, Sister Bridget adds meaning to lives of her residents by hosting days of prayer and organizing field trips.  She even arranged for the Boston Red Sox World Series Trophy to make a stop at The Boston Home.

“She is a spirit in and of herself.  She has tremendous capacity to give, and to listen, and to give people hope,” says Marva Serotkin, Chief Executive Officer of The Boston Home.

“Some people look at people with disabilities or who are physically compromised and they want to make a difference in their lives.  But the secret that I have discovered here is that it's the residents- their courage and their strength rub off on the rest of us.  And so they make the difference in my life,” explains Sister Bridget.
