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Massachusetts Senior Care Foundation Launches Faculty Institute 
for Gerontological Nursing
Nine Massachusetts Faculty Participate in Intensive Collaboration Aiming to 
Expand Knowledge of Long Term Care
NEWTON - In an effort to expand the state’s capacity to educate more nurses to provide quality care in long term care facilities, the Massachusetts Senior Care Foundation, in collaboration with the University of Massachusetts Lowell, Department of Nursing, has established the “Faculty Institute for Gerontological Nursing: Strengthening Partnerships for Clinical Education in Long Term Care.”  The Faculty Institute is an intensive program designed to enhance nursing faculty knowledge of geriatric nursing care and quality care practices in nursing facilities, and provide tools and resources to help faculty incorporate knowledge gained into their classroom and clinical teaching. The Institute was held August 15-19, 2011, and included training sessions and clinical site visits to nursing facilities.  Participating faculty are now planning and implementing projects to enhance gerontological content and clinical experiences for their students over the academic year.
